The end of the tongs is engraved with a contemporary family crest enclosed within a clansman belt which is
inscribed with the family motto Frangas non flectes of possible Irish origin.

The Palm pattern is a very rare mid-nineteenth century pattern which was first produced by Chawner & Co.
and is in their pattern book.
